· Iowa Homeland Security and Emergency Management and Safeguard Iowa Partnership are hosting a Texas Engineering Extension Service (TEEX) NIPP/Critical Infrastructure awareness pilot training April 17, 2009 at the Iowa Events Center, 730 3rd Street.  Targeted personnel are emergency management/homeland security personnel, law enforcement, fire, critical infrastructure personnel, incident planners, and executive managers.   Schedule is:

7:30 am – 8:00 am – Registration and Breakfast, 8:00 am – 12:00 am – TEEX NIPP/CI Awareness training.  Register for this event at http://hls.extension.iastate.edu/calendar  by April 10, 2009.  *There is no cost to attend.  This National Infrastructure Protection Program (NIPP) / Critical Infrastructure and Key Resources (CIKR) Awareness course provides Federal, State, local, tribal, and private sector partners a clear understanding of the NIPP and presents an all‐hazards approach for risk management of CIKR. The discussion topics will include the roles and responsibilities of each sector partner, partnership building and information sharing, and the impact of risk using the interdependencies across and within CIKR protection programs. This information will assist participants in implementing long‐term risk management programs aimed at maximizing efficient use of resources for CIKR protection. Infrastructure protection professionals will be able to apply the workshop information toward ensuring that the operations of their CIKR are not impeded.

They also are being trained this month to have a seat at the Emergency Operations Center (EOC) at Joint Forces Headquarters (JFHQ).

His job will be doing the same work as Phil Pitzen who is the State of Iowa’s PSA.  Dutch will be leaving as soon as his clearances are final, probably a couple of months.

Survey results:  Received  25 responses, 21 put their name in for the $20 gift certificate drawing.  Sally Sonnenburg was the gift certificate winner.  Survey Results are:
