Treasurer

· Working on bank statement to reconcile balance

· Balance to include income, expenses, CD $7,541.94

· CD ($5,475.66) is coming due will renew for 5 month period

Secretary

· Needs to get with Christy to assure distribution lists match up.

Website

· Jerry has asked Aaron to take off entire payment site as there have been problems and information on site is outdated.

· The website is still being reviewed by International for website of the year consideration.

Scholarship

· Checks have come back from International and were sent out early August to the two recipients, Samual Feahan from the University of Dubuque ($1,000 plus $500 Foundation match) and Amy Wilson ($1,000) from SE Community College in Keokuk.

· Eastern Iowa did not pursue awarding any scholarships for 2009 so we included schools in their area for consideration for our scholarship.
· Jerry sent a letter to all applicants not given financial awards (about 12) thanking them for applying and to try again next year.  

· Awaiting information on the RVP match.

Foundation

· Golf outing July 16th only had two sponsors for holes this year.

· We were short 6 golfers from the guaranteed number.

· Have not received all checks due to the Pay Pal problem.  We will incur a loss of  around $150.00 for the entire event.
· There was an unapproved expense of around $250 for drink tickets.  It was noted that purchasing alcoholic drinks is against chapter policy.  Need to assure this expense does not occur next year and the board must approve any expense in advance.

· $200 was budgeted for prizes this year it is unknown if the funds were used as the Treasurer had to leave before this discussion.

· Some members were not contacted to see if they wanted to be a sponsor or supply a gift for the golf outing.  A list of past sponsors should be developed and contacted each year to insure all options are covered for sponsors.

Membership

· No new members this month.

Program

· September 8th meeting will be at the Ronald McDonald House, which will share the services they provide, along with security and operational needs.  Lunch will be provided by the house for a $10 fee.

· Idea was shared that chapter could hold a project to assist in the needs of the Ronald McDonald House.  Tom Mass and Mike Kordick put together a budget for their security needs.

· October meeting, Mike is looking at the following options:

2. KJWW an engineering firm who could share what they see for security needs

3. IP Video on security equipment

4. Joe Diazo from the Iowa Lottery on their security needs.

Communications

· It was requested that there needs to be a back up for communications in case vacation, illness etc. keeps Christy from being able to send out information.

Legislative

· At the national level, a bill is being proposed that will give the President full authority to shut down the internet in case of emergency.  Also includes requiring selected big businesses to hire a cyber security professional that is licensed and approved by the federal government.

If offices are not filled the chapter will lose its charter.  If anyone is interested in an office for 2010 please let Doug Kohlsdorf know.

· Infraguard meeting, Jerry has requested a copy of the DVD shown at the meeting by the FBI.

· Foundation request -  Jerry received a letter from the foundation stating we had not participated in donations to the foundation.  In past years we have donated.  We will hold off until the finances are reconciled before deciding on supporting the foundation.
