· At the September 1st board meeting it was brought to the board’s attention that International member services had pulled all standards and guidelines from the ASIS International website.  You now have to e-mail member services if you want a copy.  Tou can only receive 1 copy of each and from that point further all requests will require payment.  There was a Motion that Central Iowa Chapter issue a letter to ASIS demanding the posting of standards and guidelines back on the ASIS International website and keep there without restrictions.  All was in favor and the motion passed.
