March 10, 2009 Chapter Meeting:

· Cub Club shared they would not be taking individual lunch orders for our meetings, they provided a menu which included only being able to order one type of sandwich or salad from a list, only offering buffet service to over 30 attendees, etc.  Discussion on a new location and whether to continue to hold meetings at lunch time or look at morning or late afternoon timeframe. There was a motion to move the March 10, 2009 Chapter meeting to EMC Insurance and utilize their cafeteria for lunch until a survey is complete to better meet our needs, motion seconded and approved.

Foundation Report:

· Otter Creek provided a price of $39 for cart and golf and/or $55 for cart, golf and steak dinner.  They have July 16 and July 23 dates open.  There was a motion to move forward with the July 23 date at Otter Creek and have the fall back date of July 16th, motion was seconded and approved.

Communications Report:

· No update

Scholarship Report:

· Discussion on how much to give in calendar year 2009.  A concern on the economy and if there is a loss in membership it may affect our budget.  In the past three years we have offered an allocation of $3,000 (1-$1,000 and 4-$500).  There was a motion to allocate $2,000 in 2-$1,000 scholarships, motion seconded and approved. 
· Ron shared that if we would be looking at a $500 match from RVP we would need to have it to them by October 2009.  The committee’s schedule is to start sending out applications in April as we would like to give scholarships out in September/October 2009.   
Legislative Report:
· Cell phone use will not make it into law.

Membership Report:

· David Gutfreund, Homeguard Security is the latest new member.

Certification Report:

· Heads up that processing for submitted certification credits is behind.  If you submitted credits for a certification renewal later than 2009, you may not see your credits applied to your account anytime soon.
Law Enforcement Report:

· Discussion on the need for additional support to work on this event.  This cannot be done with one person.  There have been 2 meetings this year with only 2 in attendance at the last meeting.  Without additional support the May 15th date will not be met, we are 5 weeks behind from last year’s schedule.
· An option was presented to not hold the formal luncheon event this year but to hold a small gathering that would be digital recorded.  This would consist of recipients gathering at a location for the digital recording of the award presentations, no food served, cost would be approximately $1,000 to have the session professionally recorded, edited, and uploaded to Utube.  Anticipation is it would be shared with thousands over Utube and throughout the other chapters, sponsors would benefit from their business being advertised throughout the video and on back drop.  A concern was expressed that with the economic impact today, sponsors may be difficult to obtain and they may not get that touchy feely contact electronically.  Ron shared he felt there would be no problem with ASIS International to use electronic system but you would need to use ASIS International Central Iowa Chapter name.  

· Another option presented was to go out to the locations of the recipients, selecting a few each quarter, and receive the award in front of their peers.  Concern on the time commitment this would take, either have a onetime event or spend time 2-4 times a year.
· Discussion on if we should continue to hold this event.  Concern to not continue since a CD was given out to all RVPs and our event is a model nationwide for ASIS.

· Discussion on what the mission is for this event.  In the past was it to bring private security and law enforcement relationships together or other reason (fundraising?).

· There was a motion to go ahead with the May 15, 2009 date for the luncheon in the same format as the past years, it was seconded, motion was not approved.
· There was a motion to get in contact with Safeguard Iowa/Jami Haberl to see if they would assist in the planning of this event, it was seconded, one voted against, motion approved.
New Business

The chapter has completed its required IRS 990-N form.  Each chapter chairman is now required to file this electronic form with the IRS each year.

The large Chairman’s box has now been eliminated.  All useful materials from the box have been scanned and will be placed on a CD to pass to the next chairman.  There is still a supply of letterheads and other paper material that will be transferred in a small case.

Old Business

John Donaldson had inquired as to the status of the chapters efforts with the Ronald McDonald House security.  The chapter has done a free security assessment last fall and had brought to the board a suggestion that we examine whether we could complete the security upgrades with chapter member donated materials and labor.  

Board members are still concerned with liability and other issues.  It was suggested that we look at the recommendations and communicate those need to the membership for possible donations and maybe the chapter give some money to offset what cannot be donated.  Doug Kohlsdorf will examine this issue.
